Applicant Instructions for 

McMannen United Methodist Church’s UMYF Scholarship 

I am pleased you are considering applying for the McMannen UMYF Scholarship.  This document contains many parts.  First is some general information regarding the scholarship and a list of qualifications.  It also contains two copies of a page that has instructions for the two letters of recommendation you must get.  Give these pages to the individuals you ask to write your letters of recommendations.  The final section is the application itself. 
Please read the entire application carefully, and fill it out completely.  Pay particular attention and give considerable thought to the sections concerning your positive impact on the youth group and explanation of your service.  Give an honest but complete assessment of all that you bring to the UMYF program.  Also give a complete explanation of each area of service that you participated in.  Remember that the reviewers might not know what is involved in the service projects you took part in.  For example, do not assume that everyone knows what Salkehatchie is, how much time Youth Choir takes or what specifically you did in Bible School.  
Be honest with yourself about your service.  Do not overstate your contribution but also do not understate what you have done.  This is a very hard thing to do.  Most people who serve do not realize how important their service is or since often they find enjoyment in it, they don’t see the commitment it takes.  
The essay prompt is vague enough to give you considerable latitude in your writing.  It is good and proper to have someone proofread your application, including your essay, as long as the end result is your work.  

One final note, in order to remove potential bias from the review process, I will remove any personal information before copying the application and recommendations letters for the reviewers.  Your application will be identified by the last four digits of your Social Security number.
Regardless of the outcome of your application, I hope the process will be a good opportunity for you to think about your service and commitment to God.  All real service is pleasing to Him.  He has blessed you with talents, time, energy, opportunity and the desire to make the world better in some way, for someone.  You have answered His call.

The purpose of this scholarship is to recognize individuals who have contributed to the UMYF program, other church programs and the community through service.  This scholarship will not be based on financial need or previous academic performance. 

The Scholarship, amounting to $1000 a year for each of four years, will be awarded to one deserving member of the UMYF who meets the below listed qualifications and would be selected by a committee approved by the Administrative Council. 

Proposed Timeline for Application and Award:

Application deadline, Second Sunday in March.

Review by the Director of Senior Youth Ministries for completeness done by third Sunday of March.

Distribution to committee, third Sunday of March.

Maximum of two weeks for review of committee members.

Committee to meet and make decision by third Sunday of April.

Award to be made during the 11:00 service on Youth Sunday.

Qualifications

1. Applicant must be a member of McMannen United Methodist Church.

2. Applicant must complete an application which will document that: 

a. They have been active in and made a positive contribution to the Sr. UMYF program for at least the last two years.  (Activity in and contribution to the Sr. UMYF will also be established by information provided by the Director of Senior Youth Ministries.)

b. They have been active in other programs within the church apart from the Sr. UMYF program.  

c. They have participated in community service.  This service can be as part of the UMYF, Church, or activities as an individual or as a member of a group not related to McMannen United Methodist Church.  

3. Applicant must complete an essay (not less than 500 words,) describing how their spiritual, emotional or moral development has been affected by their service in UMYF, church programs or community service.  This is a good place to expand on your areas of service.
4. Applicant must obtain 2 letters of recommendation from non-relatives.  One letter must be from a member of McMannen UMC.  The second may come from a member of McMannen UMC or from another individual who has knowledge of the candidate’s character.  (Letters of recommendations will be sealed and confidential.)

5. To receive the scholarship, the applicant must gain acceptance to and remain in continued good standing at an institution of higher learning, such as a two or four-year college, university or technical school.
